Thesis: One sentence that summarizes your entire speech
I. Introduction

A. Attention Getter – Choose a technique of some kind to make us want to listen to you.  This could be a description, a startling fact, an interesting and relevant quotation, related experience, scenario, claim, humorous anecdote, contrast, illustration, series of incidents or questions
B. Relevancy – What’s in it for your audience?  Why should they listen to you?
C. Credibility – Why should your audience believe you?  State your research and experience.
D. Thesis – One sentence that summarizes your entire speech
E. Preview – Let us know what main points we can expect to hear in the next few minutes. It helps if this preview comes in the same order as will follow.
Transition – Transitional phrase + lead us from introduction into first main point

III. Conclusion

A. Restatement of Thesis – Restate your main purpose and why you gave this speech.  What do you want us to know/do/ think as a result of your speech?
B. Review the Main Points - Remind the audience of your three main points to solidify your organization. 
C. Memorable Close - Don’t just say “And that’s it”… leave us with something that will make us think “Hmm!”  Often your final thought could refer back to your attention-getter (question, fact, story, etc.)
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
